Our being sprayed in the spring of 1991, and the
fess than high count of egg masses in our area last
fall, ere the reasons we were not sprayed this spring
says Dan Kaletta, our Gypsy Moth Committee. He has
the burlap for putting around your hard wood trees to
trap the hiding caterpiltars. Contact him to pick up
‘your burlap at 455-3643. Continued searching for and
destroying of the catepillars and egg masses is the
only sure way to keep ahead of the gypsy moth
problem Remember to scrape the egg masses intoa
soapy/bleach solution in order to kill the eggs. Then

dispose of the entire mixture.
